The abstract (no more than one page, font size 11±1 points) you are prepared to submit to the Frühjahrssymposium and NSCRC.

An essay (no more than one page, font size 11±1 points) on the relevance of the exchange to your professional goals.

A letter of recommendation from your faculty research supervisor, certifying that you are currently engaged in research under her/his supervision, that s/he supports your application, and that s/he gives you permission to be absent from the research laboratory for the period March 18-25, 2012.

A letter from the chair of your department, certifying that s/he approves of your absence from your academic responsibilities for the period March 18-25, 2012.
